DR. JOHN DEE (1527 – 1608) SYMPOSIUM – JULY 16 2005

This special event is being organised by IIPSGP to commemorate the life and work and influence of Dr. John Dee, one of the unsung heroes of the Elizabethan Renaissance. The Symposium has been organised on the Saturday closest to his birthday, which was on 13 July 1527.

Dee was born in London to a Welsh father (Rowland Dee) from Radnorshire and an English mother (Joanna Wild) and all his life was interested in the peaceful symbiosis of his Welsh and English heritage.

Dee was a friend of Guillaume Postel in France, Mercator in the Netherlands and many of the leading scientists and philosophers of his day. He was a hermetic mystic at the court of Elizabeth I, who sought through his learning and his studies to bring into being a new world based on peace and wisdom. His students included Sir Phillip Sydney, Sir Walter  Raleigh, the Earl of Northumberland and even Queen Elizabeth I herself.

Educated at Cambridge, where he was a student at St. John’s College, he became a founding fellow of Trinity College when it was founded in 1546 and became an under-reader in Greek, which tongue he knew well.

Researchers with an interest in Dee as a historical figure are invited to offer a paper on the subject of Dee and his influences. Any aspect of his life, work and influence might be covered.

Where is it happening?

The Symposium is taking place at a Welsh Country house in Montgomeryshire, near Welshpool, Powys, whose owner possesses a rare oil portrait of Dee on a wood panel which has been dated to not long after his time and which may well contain an original likeness.
