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Katharine F. Pantzer Jr Research Fellowship in the History of the Printed Book

The Bibliographical Society has received a generous bequest from the estate of the distinguished bibliographer Katharine F. Pantzer Jr and has established awards in her memory. Applications are now invited for the Pantzer Fellowship, which is to be awarded for the first time in 2008.

Applicants’ research must be within the field of the bibliographical or book-historical study of the printed book in the hand-press period, that is, up to c.1830. Applicants should be established scholars in the field but may be university-based or independent researchers. There are no restrictions as to age or nationality of applicants.

The Fellowship, worth up to £4,000, is intended to assist with both immediate research needs, such as microfilms or travelling expenses, and longer-term support, for example  prolonged visits to libraries and archives. Applicants may use a part of the Fellowship money to pay for teaching cover.

Applications must be received by 1 December 2007. Please note that the Society will advertise its normal Major Grants scheme later in the year.
